Lesson 4: Impacting Others Locally, Nationally, and
Globally

Learning Target
e |dentify ways to make a local, national, and/or global impact.

Recommended Time
e 20-30 Minutes

Lesson Overview and Teacher Prep

e Warm-Up (5 min): infroduces the concept of local, national, and global philanthropy reach.

e Activity (10 min): small group research and discussion about aligning mission statements with
local, national, or global philanthropic efforts or nonprofit organizations.

o Reflection for Action (5 min): asks students to write and discuss how to motivate possible
supporters.

e Marterials used as needed: Lesson four student worksheet, laptops, iPads or other electronic
devices, Presentation Slides (as PowerPoint or Google Slides)

Philanthropy Objectives
e Analyze the main points from a speaker's presentation (optfional) or from internet research.
e Engage support from family, friends and peers to give time, talent and/or treasure towards a
local, national or global need.

Warm-Up: How Far Do You Want to Reach? (Picture prompt for quick-write activity - 5 minutes)

Slide 2 — Writing and discussion prompt about philanthropic reach.
e Ask students to write in the Warm-up portion of their worksheet what needs exist for students
and schools on a local, national, and global level.
e After three minutes, allow students to share their writing with a partner for one minute.
e Call on 2-3 students to share their responses.

[TEACHER TIP] Use this warm-up to discuss the difference that an individual can make.

Slide 3 — Show Oak Lawn Middle School video: https://www.youtube.com/watch2v=sfBLé6vrjl4
e Share with students that they will watch a short video about middle school students working to
solve a global need. Through a 5k fundraiser, they are raising money to help build a library in
Zimbabwe.
e After the video, consider asking the following questions:
o What daily tasks do you use electricity fore
o How does your school use electricity?
o How do hospitals use electricity?
o How would you cope with no electricity? What types of changes would you need to
make to your daily routine?

Activity: Reaching needs locally, nationally, and globally (10-15 minutes)

Slide 4 — Prompt students to apply efforts on all three levels of philanthropic reach in the next part of
the activity.
o Divide students into groups (at least 3 students per group) and allow one minute for them to
choose groups members for the following roles:
1. Localresearcher (in your city /state/ province)
2. National researcher (in your country)
3. Globalresearcher (in the world)

[TEACHER TIP]: Student groups are mainly to ensure each group has local, national, and global aspects
within their discussions and research.

e Have groups decide on a need that exists at each level — local, national, and global. The need
does not need to revolve around school and students.
e Allow students 7-10 minutes to use phones, iPads or other technology to research and discuss:
o Who could you donate your 3Ts to, to help the needs you identified, and how could you
doite (Groups answer this for each level.)
e Ask students to record their ideas in the Activity portion of their worksheet.
e Call on several students to share their ideas.

[TEACHER TIP] Use this activity to explore differences that individuals and small groups can make.
Reflection for Action - 5 minutes

e On their own, have students choose which of the three needs they wrote down they are most
passionate about. Have them put a star next to it.
e In the Reflection for Action portion of their worksheet, have students write answers to the two
questions:
o How can | motivate people and organizations to support my effortse
o What organizations or individuals can help you?
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[TEACHER TIP] Use this reflection for action to discuss the difference that large groups can make.
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
